Staff member Machida informed the Board that our Inspectors noticed a solvent smell from the upstream
manhole from the Homestead Pump Station. County Fire and the Environmental Inspector were notified

and samples will be taken for analysis.

Director Lee requested an update on the excess capacity sale to the City of Milpitas, and the possible
litigation with Bay Colony.
